“Hepatitis just means inflammation of the liver. A lot of people associate hepatitis with the hepatitis viruses like hepatitis
A, B or C, but it can be from any virus. Recently, the increase in hepatitis that we're seeing is not linked to one of those
common hepatitis viruses.
